We do not sell personal information to third parties.

Where we disclose personal information for a purpose set forth herein, we enter a contract

with the third party that describes the purpose and requires the third-party recipient to both



keep that personal information confidential and not use it for any purpose except performing

the contract.

How Do We Collect Your Information?
The method HAI Group uses to collect your data is also dependent on your relationship with
us or your interactions with the organization. Information is collected in one of the following

three ways.

1. Information Collected Automatically

Certain non-personal information is collected automatically when you first access the HAI
Group website and accept the use of cookies. More specifically, this information is made
available to us through persistent and session cookies. Persistent cookies are tiny pieces of

data that are stored on your device until expiration or deletion from the device, whereas



session cookies are automatically removed from your device when the computer is turned
off or the internet browser is closed.

2. Information Provided by You

All information HAI Group automatically collects, as outlined above, is non-personal
information that does not identify you. HAI Group only receives and collects personal
information when you provide such information in one of the following ways.

policies and procedures.

HAI Group’s services are not directed at people under the age of 13, and we do not knowingly
seek or collect personal information of children under this age. We request that children
under the age of 13 do not provide us with personal information.
